A particular visual highlight can be achieved by combining the cruet with the small porcelain cup and eggcup from the "Coffee Culture" range.
In order to ensure the greatest possible cleanliness when using the cruet as a candle holder, the stainless steel inserts of all components in the Pure Exclusiv range are also removable and dishwasher-safe. As with the stainless steel base of each Pure Exclusiv product, they also protect the solid, darkly stained oak from moisture and dirt.
